	STIPULATION REGARDING
THE CONDUCTING OF DEPOSITIONS 




NOW COME the parties, by and through counsel, and pursuant to Rule 29 of the North Carolina Rule of Civil Procedure, and enter into this Stipulation governing the conducting of depositions in this matter.
All parties, attorneys, and deposition participants, including the witness and court reporter, are participating in the deposition remotely, in accordance with Executive Order No. 121 ordering most individuals in the State of North Carolina, which may encompass deposition witnesses, to stay at home to address the Coronavirus Disease 2019 public health emergency. 
In lieu of an oath administered in person, the witness shall sign a declaration stating the following: “Under penalty of perjury, I declare that my testimony is truthful and I acknowledge that a material misstatement of fact made by me while giving my testimony may be grounds for a conviction of perjury under the laws of this State.”  
Counsel stipulate that all objections to the remote participation and to the witness not being administered an oath are waived, that the transcript of this deposition does not need to be notarized, and that the transcript shall be used to the same respect, including all legal and evidentiary respects, as a deposition taken in conformity with Rule 30 of the North Carolina Rules of Civil Procedure and as if the oath/affirmation described in this paragraph had been administered to the witness in-person. This stipulation conforms with Chief Justice Cheri Beasley’s April 2, 2020 Order allowing signed affirmations in lieu of in-person oath taking and/or notarization of any pleadings, motions, petitions, supporting affidavits, or other documents of any kind to be filed in the General Court of Justice in the State of North Carolina.
